Purpose
As a future business person, communication is a tool that is rarely thought of as a strong and useful skill. This assignment’s goal is two fold.
1) Strengthening and applying communication skills with a community audience.

a. Each team will be writing short articles every month with a minimum of one picture to be published in a digital newsletter emailed out to over 80 students, parents, alumni, staff and business leaders in the Watertown area. Your articles should be proofed for grammar and spelling by your peers.

2) Informing the Watertown Community of your efforts and progress throughout your project.

a. As part of an educational project that is funded by community sponsors, your task is to continually thank those sponsors! One channel to do this is through a monthly digital newsletter targeted at over 80 people in Watertown, including business leaders and current sponsors. We have heard many times from these readers that they look forward to the newsletters each month, and often print out and post them in their break rooms and/or lobbies.

Length / Topic
Your articles are to be one FULL page in length, single spaced, times new roman font, size 12pt. Your article will be copied and pasted into the official template kept by the SkillsUSA Reporter and Advisor. So all articles need to be turned in digitally. Your article is to include a digital photo every month as well.

The topic of your article is up to your team, though should revolve around the concepts related to this course with Engineering & Manufacturing & Robotics as key elements. If your team has not worked on the battlebot in a particular month, topics from the class may be used with what is being learned or applied. It is requested that ALL articles be kept positive in nature for your audience.

Due Dates

Your articles are due by the 25th of every month, (or the Monday after if the 25th is Saturday or Sunday).
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
